Guyra Retd Reserve& the Kanguery Biological Station

On the night of Friday September 25th, we leave Asimeit 0015 hs in route to .
the Guyra Retd Reserve and the Kanguery Biological Station, found within the San Rafael National Park.

Different from our other Sunday Birdwdiing outings that w&e offeredover the last few months, we invite you
to spend an entire weekend with your family in tpiecicus habitat, teeming with Paraguagrich biodiversity.

San Rafael has the most diverse collection of birdlifeall of
Paraguay, boasting more than 400 recorded species, including the
majority of the Atlantic Forest endemics that can be found in
Paraguay, as well as a high percentage of threatespeties; both
Atlantic Forest and grasslanGuyra Retd is just a part of San Rafael
but has morghan 400 recorded species.

It is possible to observe birds from both the Atlantic Forest and the
natural grasslands. Some interesting grassland species that are
easily observed are tinamous, seedeaters, finches, raptors, pipits,
and tyrants. The Codhkiled Tyrant and the Saffrecowled
Blackbird are both tfeatened species that are possibly found
throughout the area. At the right time,
it is also possible to see flocks
seedeaters that contain the threatenec
Marsh and Chestnut Seedeater Some
of the most common birds are the

Sedge Wren and the Streamiled Tyrant.

Amongst the birdlife found in the Atlantic Forest, it is easy to spot some coldf
species, such as parakeets, tityras, woodpeckers, trogons, toucans, manakin
tanagers.
